Thor Nelson represented Pole Canyon Transmission.  Also present at the meetings with Commissioners Binz and Baker were George Hardie, III and Stan Gray of Babcock & Brown; David Hettich of Gary Energetics; and Jeffrey Hein of the Public Utilities Commission.
