STATEMENT AND FINDINGS OF FACT
BY THE COMMISSION:


On July 23, 1993, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (U S WEST), filed Advice Letter No. 2425, dated July 23, 1993; on September 29, 1993, U S WEST filed Advice Letter No. 2425 (Amended), dated September 29, 1993; and on October 21, 1993, U S WEST filed Advice Letter No. 2425 (Second Amended), dated October 21, 1993.  Advice Letter No. 2425 (Second Amended), which superseded Advice Letter No. 2425 and Advice Letter No. 2425 (Amended), requested that the tariff sheets become effective on 30 days' notice, or in this instance January 1, 1994.  Under § 40‑6‑111(1), C.R.S. (1993), the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariff sheets filed with Advice Letter No. 2425 (Second Amended) for 120 days until April 30, 1994, and set them for hearing under Docket No. 93S-736T (Decision No. C93-1640, adopted and mailed December 29, 1993). 


On March 29, 1994, U S WEST filed Advice Letter No. 2425 (Third Amended), dated March 29, 1994 (attached to this Decision as the Exhibit).  

U S WEST states that this third amended advice letter and accompanying tariff sheets are filed to postpone the effective date of the tariff materials to allow the company to fulfill its obligation to comply with the provisions of the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement in Docket No. 93A-440T, Pages 6 and 7, paragraph 2.  U S WEST requests that the tariff sheets filed by Advice Letter No. 2425 (Third Amended) on March 29, 1994, become effective on April 15, 1994.


In that the effective date of the tariffs at issue in this Docket has been changed to April 15, 1994, the suspension periods authorized under § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S. (1993), must also change.  The Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariffs for a maximum of 210 days or, in this Docket, until November 11, 1994.  If the Commission does not establish new rates before the expiration of the first suspension period of 120 days, or August 13, 1994, the tariffs filed by U S WEST will become effective by operation of law.  If the Commission further suspends, by separate order, the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days, and if no new rates are established by the Commission on or before November 11, 1994, the tariffs filed by U S WEST will become effective by operation of law.


U S WEST filed a Motion to Vacate hearing dates currently set for May 2 to 6, 1994.  Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and Commission Staff join in that motion.  Having considered the motion, the Commission will vacate the current hearing dates, as well as all pending prefiling deadlines, and will reset these matters by subsequent order, if necessary.  

THEREFORE THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT:


1.
The tariff sheets filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., on March 29, 1994, pursuant to Advice Letter No. 2425 (Third Amended) supersede those filed on October 21, 1993, by U S WEST Communications, Inc., pursuant to Advice Letter No. 2425 (Second Amended).


2.
The effective date of the tariff sheets filed by 

U S WEST Communications, Inc. on March 29, 1994, with its Advice Letter No. 2425 (Third Amended), dated March 29, 1994, is suspended for 120 days until August 13, 1994, or until further order of the Commission.


3.
U S West Communications, Inc.'s Motion to Vacate hearing dates is granted to the extent the current hearing dates and prefiling deadlines are hereby vacated.  New hearing dates and prefiling deadlines will be reset by subsequent order, if necessary.  


This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
