I. statement

A. On March 19, 1997, Express Shuttle, Inc. (“Express Shuttle”), filed its Motion to Consolidate and to Vacate Hearing and for Waiver of Response Time.  As grounds for the motion, Express Shuttle states that this civil penalty assessment notice proceeding raises similar if not identical issues to those con-tained in the consolidated docket, 96K-113CP. 3. All parties shall file simultaneous statements of position, including an undisputed statement of facts, no later than April 11, 1997.
