	Statement, Findings, and Conclusions


This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission (the “Commission”) for consideration of the petition filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), pursuant to the Commission’s Emergency Rules on the Efficient Use of Telephone Numbers, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-49.  U S WEST is seeking approval of three promotions which attempt to induce customers to purchase additional lines.  A promotion of this nature requires pre-approval under Rule 4 CCR 723-49-3.4.


Specifically, U S WEST seeks approval for two six-week promotions where, among other things, residential and business customers who purchase an additional line receive a discount/credit or waiver of installation charges for the addi-tional line.  These promotions are scheduled to run from Febru-ary 23, 1998 through April 3, 1998 and April 6, 1998 through May 16, 1998.  U S WEST has run this type of promotion in the past, and the impact, in terms of an increase in the rate of assignment of telephone numbers, has historically been minimal.


The third proposed promotion will offer a waiver of installation charges to customers who convert from some other U S WEST service, such as analog services, to DSS, PRS, or UAS (digital services offered by U S WEST).  The promotion also waives installation charges for existing digital service cus-tomers who purchase additional digital trunks.  This promotion is scheduled to commence February 16, 1998, and last for 90 days.  Similar to the promotions described above, the effect on the rate of assignment of telephone numbers will be minimal or even slowed as a result of this promotion.


The Commission finds that U S WEST has stated good cause for the granting of this petition.  Neither type of promo-tion will encourage the inefficient use of unnecessary depletion of telephone numbers in the 303 area code.

The petition filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-49, for approval of three promotions inducing the issuance of numbers is granted.
