Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On March 15, 1999, Applicant WestPlains Energy (“WestPlains”), a division of UtiliCorp United Inc., filed a verified application seeking a Commission order authorizing it, without formal hearing to be effective on July 1, 1999, a revised demand side management cost adjustment (“DSMCA”) factor permitting it to recover costs associated with those demand side management programs included in, and authorized by the Commis-sion in Decision No. R98-731 in Docket No. 97A-373E.

2. By Decision No. C96-697 (July 2, 1996), in Docket No. 95A-625E, the Commission approved WestPlains’ application for authorization to implement a DSMCA clause.  The effect of the proposed DSMCA on Applicant’s revenue will be an increase of $18,669, the amount Applicant seeks to recover on program expen-ditures incurred in 1998.  The increase results from the replacement of the old DSMCA of 0 percent per kWh with the new DSMCA of 0.02 percent/kWh.  Projected revenues are $89,276,000.

3. Notices of the proposed DSMCA were published by WestPlains on March 15, 1999, in The Pueblo Chieftain, and The Canon City Daily Record.  The Commission issued notice of the filing of this application on March 18, 1999.  The deadline for public intervention was April 19, 1999.  Interventions were received by close of business on April 19, 1999.

4. The attached proposed DSMCA tariffs affect all of WestPlains’ customers.

5. In the event it became necessary, a hearing date was scheduled in this matter for June 21, 1999.

6. Staff reviewed the filing and recommended to the Commission that this application be deemed complete by minute entry at the regular Weekly Meeting on April 28, 1999.

7. The Commission finds that good cause exists for the Commission to approve the instant application.

II. order

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The instant application field by WestPlains Energy, a division of UtiliCorp United Inc., is granted.

2. WestPlains Energy, a division of UtiliCorp United, Inc., is authorized to file a compliance tariff as attached to this Order as Appendix A, on not less than one day notice to be effective on July 1, 1999, citing this Decision as its authority to do so.

3. There being no public intervention, the hearing scheduled for June 21, 1999 shall be vacated.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
