I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. On November 28, 2000, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., (AT&T), filed its Motion For Leave to Respond to Qwest’s Revision Concerning Collocation Intervals.  The motion requests through and including December 18, 2000, in which to prepare and file its response.  The motion also requests that any other party be allowed an opportunity to file a response on or before December 18, 2000. Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a response to AT&T’s motion.  Qwest does not oppose AT&T’s motion to respond, but requests responses be filed “forthwith” because the issues, if any, need to be resolved by January 21, 2001.

2. Qwest adverts to an already-agreed to filing schedule in Washington state, purportedly over the same issue, and suggests the Commission adopt those deadlines of December 12, 2000 and December 22, 2000 for briefs and reply briefs.  Perhaps anticipating Qwest’s proposed dates, AT&T notes the December 12‑15, 2000 Colorado workshops and suggests December 18, 2000 as a response due date.

3. Because of the Colorado workshop schedule, AT&T’s date will be accepted.  Responses to Qwest’s revision will be due by December 18, 2000.  Qwest is granted leave to reply to those responses by December 28, 2000.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders that:

4. The Motion for Leave to Respond to Qwest’s Revision Concerning Collocation Intervals, filed by AT&T, is granted and must be filed on or before December 18, 2000.

5. Any other party may file a response on or before December 18, 2000.

6. Qwest is granted leave to file reply to these responses by December 28, 2000.
