I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On November 7, 2001, Frontier Communications of America, Inc. (“FCA”), filed an application seeking approval of a transfer of controlling interest in the stock of its parent company, Frontier Subsidiary Telco, Inc. (“FST”), to Citizens Communications Company (“Citizens”).

2. On June 29, 2001, Citizens completed its purchase of the local exchange and related operations of Global Crossing, Ltd.  As a result of this transfer, FST has become a wholly-owned subsidiary of Citizens.  Citizens owns 100 percent of the stock of FST, which, in turn, owns 100 percent of the stock of FCA.

3. In Decision No. C01-665, the Commission granted FCA a Letter of Registration (“LOR”) to provide non-optional operator services.  FCA will continue to hold the LOR, and will remain a separate operating subsidiary in the State of Colorado.

4. FCA has an effective tariff for non-optional operator services on file with the Commission.

5. On November 9, 2001, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before November 29, 2001.  None were filed.

6. The application was filed pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-55.  As of July 30, 2001, the above rule no longer pertains to transfers involving telecommunications services providers.  Telecommunications transfers are now regulated pursuant to 4 CCR 723-25-8.

7. On December 7, 2001, FCA amended its original application to clarify that the request for authority to transfer control is made pursuant to 4 CCR 723-25-8.  In addition, Citizens filed an affidavit, as required by the new rules, certifying that the contents of the application are true and correct.

B. Discussion

8. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S. 

9. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer of control is not contrary to the public interest.

ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

10. The application by Frontier Communications of America, Inc., is deemed complete.

11. The application for transfer of controlling interest to Citizens Communications Company is granted.
