EXTENDING TEMPORARY AUTHORITY

I.
STATEMENT

A.
On July 18, 2001, a Motion to Extend Temporary Authority (“Motion to Extend”) was filed in the captioned proceeding by Applicant, Schafer-Shonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, Inc., (“Englewood Express”).  The Motion to Extend seeks an extension of temporary authority granted to Englewood Express in Decision No. C01-138 pending completion of compliance filings in its related permanent authority application in Docket No. 00A-659CP-Extension.  The temporary authority granted in Decision No. C01-138 is currently scheduled to expire on August 7, 2001.

B.
As grounds for its Motion to Extend, Englewood Express states that its corresponding permanent authority application in Docket No. 00A-659CP was granted by Decision No. R01-518 but that it has experienced delays in effecting the filing/payment requirements required by that decision.  Englewood Express has been granted an extension of time, through and including September 3, 2001, to meet these filing/payment requirements.  See, Decision No. R01-735-I.  It requests the ability to continue providing the service authorized by Decision No. C01-138 until theses filings/payments are made and the Commission issues it a certificate and “issuance letter” in connection with the permanent authority authorized in Docket No. 00A-659CP.

C.
No objections to the relief requested by the Motion to Extend were filed by any party.  

D.
Section 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., authorizes the Commission to extend temporary authority beyond the initial 180-day grant of such authority.  Such an extension may, upon good cause shown, be granted until the corresponding permanent authority application is final.

E.
Englewood Express has demonstrated good cause for the requested extension of its temporary authority.  It is indeed likely that a certificate and “issuance letter” will not be issued to Englewood Express in connection with its corresponding permanent application prior to the August 7, 2001 temporary authority expiration date.  Passengers who rely on the Englewood Express service provided under Decision No. C01-138 should be allowed to continue to use that service until Englewood Express’ permanent application is finalized.

Order

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Extend Temporary Authority filed by Applicant, Schafer-Shonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, Inc., is granted.

2. Applicant, Schafer-Shonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, Inc., is granted an extension of temporary authority (originally granted in Decision No. C01-138) until such time as it complies with the filing and payment requirements set forth in Decision No. R01-518 and the Colorado Public Utilities Commission issues it a certificate of public convenience and necessity and issuance letter in Docket No. 00A-659CP-Extension authorizing it to commence operations in connection with permanent authority granted in that proceeding.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
