B. Correct Decision No.  R01-960-I by inserting clarifying language in the fifth and last sentences in ¶ I.C. as shown below:

I deny the motion.  In the first place, Decision No. R01-902-I is reasonably clear that parties cannot offer new evidence or models into the record at the technical conference.  The decision, in part, states that the intent of the technical conference is to assist advisory staff in familiarizing itself with "the cost models offered in this proceeding" (emphasis added).  The parties have already submitted electronic versions of the cost models into the record, and advisory staff has those models.  Advisory Staff will attend the technical conference with the previously submitted models in hand, and will use those models at the conference.  If, at the technical conference, any party believes that another party is attempting to use new or amended models, it can interpose an objection at that time.  The procedures suggested by Staff for the technical conference and its suggestion for supplemental statements of position are unnecessary.
