I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On November 15, 2001, the City and County of Broomfield ("Broomfield") came into existence as set forth in Section 10 of Article XX of the Constitution of Colorado.

2. Broomfield is composed of portions of the Counties of Adams, Boulder, Jefferson, and Weld.  For purposes of a certificate of public convenience and necessity the county boundaries remain the same as they were at the time the authority was granted by the Commission and do not automatically expand or contract with later changes to the county boundaries.  See map attached as Appendix B.

3. Clarifying language to the authority is recommended by the Staff of the Commission to identify the County of Broomfield and how it relates to the language of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 50096.

4. No geographical area will be added to or deleted from the authority by this new language.

5. The revision of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 50096 will eliminate any confusion as to the ability of Kids Wheels, LLC, to provide service to points that were previously in the County of Boulder, but are now located in the County of Broomfield IF  <> "" "," "" 
.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. Consistent with the above discussion, Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 50096 is amended to include clarifying language regarding the County of Broomfield.

7. The complete authority under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 50096, as amended, shall be as set forth in Appendix A.

8. No geographical area will be added to or deleted from the authority by this new language.

9. Kids Wheels, LLC, IF  <> "" "," "" 
 shall file a revised tariff that includes the authority named in Appendix A to this Order. 

10. Kids Wheels, LLC, IF  <> "" "," "" 

 shall comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days.

11. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, between all points in the following described areas:

(a)
Beginning at the intersection of 120th Avenue and Gun Club Road, as extended; thence south along Gun Club Road, as extended, to its intersection with Lincoln Avenue, as extended; thence west along Lincoln Avenue, as extended, to its inter-section with Colorado State Highway 93, as extended; thence north along Colorado State High-way 93, as extended, to its intersection with 120th Avenue, as extended; thence east along 120th Avenue, as extended, to the point of beginning;

(b)
Beginning at the intersection of 120th Avenue, as extended, and Gun Club Road, as extended; thence west along 120th Avenue, as extended, to its intersection with Colorado Highway 93; thence north along an imaginary line to its intersection with Isabelle Road, as extended; thence east along Isabelle Road, as extended, to its inter-section with Gun Club Road; thence south along Gun Club Road, as extended, to the point of beginning; and

(c)
All points in the County of Pueblo, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:

This certificate is restricted as follows:

1.
Against the transportation of passengers 18 years or older except when a minor passenger (17 years of age or younger) is incapacitated and requires the assistance of a parent, guardian, or attendant; or the minor passenger is too young to travel without the supervision of a parent, guardian, or attendant.  

2.
To the transportation of persons 17 years of age or younger between points in Pueblo County;

3.
Against providing service to or from Denver International Airport;

4.
Against providing service within Boulder County; and

5.
To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of 15 passengers or less, including the driver.

Nothing in this certificate shall be construed to extend any restriction herein to authorizing service to, from, or within the City and County of Broomfield, provided that the certificate restricted such service prior to the creation of, or annexation to, the City and County of Broomfield on November 15, 2001.
