I.
BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. On December 6, 2000, the Commission adopted Decision No. C00-1379 under Docket No. 98M-236T ordering Rico Telephone Company’s (“Rico”) Colorado High Cost Fund support amount to be reestablished at $60,000 for the calendar year 2000, retroactive to January 1, 2000.  

2. On October 27, 2000, Rico, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, and the Staff of the Commission entered into a stipulation and settlement agreement (“Agreement”).  The Commission accepted the Agreement as filed and included it as an appendix to Decision No. R00-1289, November 15, 2000.

3. In that decision, the Commission agreed that Rico’s high cost fund support amount should be established at $60,000 for the calendar year 2000, retroactive to January 1, 2000 and that 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-41-18.6.1.4 shall be waived for a two year period beginning January 1, 2000 and ending December 31, 2001. 

4. This order is to clarify Rico’s Colorado High Cost Support that was granted by Decision No. R00-1289.  The Stipulation Agreement did not specifically state that the support was to be phased out over a six-year period.  The Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism (“CHCSM”) support granted Rico is pursuant to 4 CCR 723-41-18.6.1.2 and CHCSM support shall be phased down over a six-year funding period.

5. All matters pertaining to the adjustment of monies gathered or distributed by the Colorado High Cost Fund are addressed in this docket.  This order clarifies the Commission’s requirements in Decision No. R00-1289. 

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

6. Rico Telephone Company’s Colorado High Cost Fund support amount is reestablished at $60,000 for the calendar year 2000, retroactive to January 1, 2000 and phased down over a six-year funding period pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-41-18.6.1.2.

7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
