Statement

1. On May 20, 2002, Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”), and Thermo Cogeneration Partnership, L.P. (“Thermo Cogeneration”) filed a motion requesting a two-day extension, until May 21, 2002, to file responses to exceptions.

2. On May 21, 2002, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, Public Service, and Thermo Cogeneration (jointly “joined parties”) filed a notice that the joined parties have reached a settlement of all outstanding issues and requested a two-day extension of time within which to file the written settlement agreement.  

3. Public Service and Thermo Cogeneration also filed with the jointly filed notice, an unopposed motion for a precautionary two-day extension of time within which to file responses to Staff’s exceptions in the event that a settlement is not achieved.  

4. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motions.  

II.
ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. The motion for a two-day extension of time to file a written settlement agreement filed jointly by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, Public Service Company of Colorado, and Thermo Cogeneration Partnership, L.P., is granted.

6. All parties to the Docket are permitted to jointly file their settlement agreement on or before May 23, 2002.

7. The two motions for consecutive, two-day extensions of time within which to file response to exceptions, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado and Thermo Cogeneration Partnership, L.P., are granted.  

8. All parties to the Docket shall be permitted to file their response to exceptions on or before May 23, 2002.  

9. The Commission waives response time to the motions.

10. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
