I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. On January 7, 2002, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed its Motion for Limited Remand of CPAP Issues, to Vacate and Reset Current Procedural Schedule and for Shortened Response Time.

B. Qwest’s Motion has two parts: first, it requests a remand of four specified CPAP issues back to Special Master Weiser for recommended resolution; second it asks to vacate and reset dates for the Second Technical Workshop and the Commission en banc workshops.  No participants have had sufficient time to respond, but major filing deadlines are looming that require speedy resolution of this motion.  I therefore will convene a status conference tomorrow, January 9, 2002 at 10:30 a.m. in Commission Hearing Room A to consider this motion and hear oral response from other participants.  

C. Because of the quick scheduling of this matter, participants may attend telephonically through a conference bridge that I hereby direct Qwest to set up for the status conference.  Qwest shall communicate the bridge number to all participants by the end of the day today by e-mail.

D. I also offer these comments to the participants because of the looming filing deadlines.  I offer them as tentative inclinations, obviously without having the benefit of their respective responses.  I am inclined to grant the Qwest motion to vacate the workshops and to change deadlines for filing comments.  I encourage the participants, including Qwest, to find mutually agreeable dates for rescheduling the workshops before tomorrow’s status conference.  I note that the current Qwest-proposed en banc workshop dates conflict with a Commission hearing in Docket Nos. 01S-365G and 01S-404G. 

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. Consistent with the discussion above, a status conference will be held January 9, 2002 at 10:30 a.m. in Commission Hearing Room A.  Qwest shall provide a conference call bridge number for those desiring to attend telephonically.

2. At that conference, participants can offer oral response to Qwest’s Motion for Limited Remand of CPAP Issues, to Vacate and Reset Current Procedural Schedule and for Shortened Response Time on January 7, 2002.
