A. On December 24, 2001, San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express (“Telluride Express”) filed a motion to vacate and reset the hearing date currently scheduled for February 20, 2002 in Montrose, Colorado. As grounds therein, the president of Telluride Express states that he will be out of the state on the scheduled day of the hearing.

B. On February, 7, 2002, WW Stage Lines, Inc. (“Applicant”), filed a response objecting to the motion.

F. On January 18, 2002, Telluride Express filed a motion to supplement and amend its intervention.  No response to the motion was filed.

G. Good cause having been shown, the motion of Telluride Express to supplement and amend its intervention will be granted.

H. On January 18, 2002, Telluride Express filed its first Motion In Limine.  Telluride Express requests that any evidence presented by WW Stage Lines attempting to establish a need for providing separate scheduled service between Telluride and Montrose, with Telluride and Montrose as termini be excluded since it would exceed the scope of the application that establishes Grand Junction and Telluride as Termini, with Montrose as an intermediate point. Telluride Express also requests that any evidence relating to points other than Grand Junction, Telluride, Delta, Montrose, and Ridgeway also be excluded as beyond the scope of the application.

I. No response to the motion was filed.

J. Telluride Express states good grounds for the granting of the motion therefore the first motion in limine will be granted.
