I. statement

1. On May 30, 2003, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed Advice Letter No. 1394-Electric with accompanying tariffs.  The purpose of the filing is to eliminate the Special Contract Service (Schedule SCS-8), applicable only to the University of Colorado at Boulder, from PSCo’s P.U.C. No. 7-Electric tariff.  From review of the Commission file, it appears that PSCo has not filed its testimony and exhibits.  

2. On June 26, 2003, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 1394-Electric until October 29, 2003, or under further order of the Commission.  See Decision No. C03-0704.  That Decision initiated this docket.  

3. On June 30, 2003, the University of Colorado at Boulder intervened of right.  

4. On July 3, 2003, the Commission established a 30-day intervention period for this proceeding.  See Decision No. C03-0728.  The Commission also referred this docket to hearing before an Administrative Law Judge.  

5. On July 25, 2003, Staff of the Commission intervened of right; filed its Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-9(d) notice; and requested a hearing in this docket.  

6. On August 4, 2003, the intervention period expired.  

7. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge is assigned to hear this docket.  

8. It is necessary to schedule a hearing and to establish a procedural schedule in this matter.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on August 21, 2003.  The provisions of Rules 4 CCR 723-1-79(b)(3) and 4 CCR 723-1-79(b)(4) govern this prehearing conference.  

The parties should be prepared to discuss these matters at the prehearing conference:  (a) date by which PSCo will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) date by which each intervenor will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) date by which PSCo will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) date by which each intervenor will file its cross-answer testimony
 and exhibits; (e) date(s) by which each party will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (f) date by which each party will file its prehearing motions; (g) whether a final prehearing conference is necessary and, if it is, the date for that prehearing conference; (h) the procedures for handling disputes arising with respect to discovery and audit, including discovery and audit on rebuttal, cross-answer, and corrected testimony and exhibits; (i) number of days required for hearing; (j) hearing dates; and (k) date for post-hearing statements of position and whether the statements should be written or oral and, if written, whether responses should be

9.  permitted.  Parties should also review, and be prepared to discuss to the extent relevant, the matters contained in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-79(b)(5).  Parties may raise any additional issues.  

10. In considering proposed dates, parties should keep in mind that the Commission has suspended the tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 1394-Electric until October 29, 2003.  Upon further order, the Commission may suspend those tariffs for an additional 90-day period, or until January 27, 2004.  See Decision No. C03-0704.  To accommodate the post-hearing processes, including exceptions, the hearing in this matter should occur on or before October 31, 2003.  

11. The undersigned expects the parties to come to the prehearing conference with proposed dates for all deadlines and to have checked the Commission’s calendar with respect to any suggested hearing dates.  In addition, the parties must consult prior to the prehearing conference with respect to the listed matters.  Finally, the parties are encouraged to present, if possible, a procedural schedule and hearing date(s) which are satisfactory to all parties.
