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I. STATEMENT

1. On October 21, 2003, the Respondent, Aquila Networks—WPC, filed a Motion to Dismiss “Complaint” (Motion to Dismiss) in the captioned proceeding.

2. Rule 22(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22(b), provides for a 14-day response period to the Motion to Dismiss.  However, this matter is currently set for hearing on November 18, 2003.  In order to expeditiously resolve the subject motion prior to hearing it is advisable to shorten the response time thereto.   Therefore, any desired response to the Motion to Dismiss shall be filed on or before October 30, 2003.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired response to the Motion to Dismiss “Complaint” filed by the Respondent, Aquila Networks—WPC, on October 21, 2003, shall be filed on or before October 30, 2003.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
