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I. statement

1. On November 19, 2003, Phillips County Telephone Company (PCTC), filed a Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule (Motion to Vacate) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion to Vacate also requests that the response time thereto be waived.

2. The Motion to Vacate requests that the hearing dates and procedural schedule established by Decision No. C03-0806 be vacated.  As grounds for that request, PCTC states that the parties have reached a tentative settlement resolving all disputed issues in this docket but that they need additional time to finalize and memorialize the same.  They indicate that a written settlement agreement should be filed by early-December of this year.

3. The Motion to Vacate indicates that neither the Staff of the Commission nor the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel object to the relief requested therein.  This underlies the request for waiver of response time to the Motion to Vacate.

4. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion to Vacate will be granted.  The parties will be required to file any desired settlement agreement on or before December 10, 2003, and a December 18, 2003, hearing date will be set in the event a hearing is required in connection with such settlement agreement.  

5. Since all parties have agreed that the current procedural schedule should be vacated, no party will be prejudiced thereby.  As a result, the request to waive response time to the Motion to Vacate will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule filed by Phillips County Telephone Company, is granted, consistent with the terms of this Order.

2. The parties shall file any desired settlement agreement on or before December 10, 2003.

3. The November 21, 2003, hearing date and the procedural schedule previously established in this matter by Decision No. C03-0806 are vacated.
