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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the Application by Winter Park, Colorado for authority to upgrade the signals at the crossing of the Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) tracks and Timber House Road, Winter Park, Colorado.

2. In accordance with Decision No. R04-1360-I (Mailed Date of November 18, 2004), the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) conducted a status conference in this case on January 19, 2005.  The purpose of the status conference was to clarify the issues in this docket.  The parties, Applicant Winter Park and Union Pacific, appeared at the conference.

3. At the status conference, the parties informed the ALJ that Union Pacific will, in the near future, likely file a separate application affecting the crossing at issue in this docket.  Due to that forthcoming application, the parties suggested that this docket should not proceed.  Winter Park, the Applicant here, agreed that it will file a motion to withdraw its Application by February 11, 2005.  And, in light of these developments, the parties suggested that the existing procedural schedule in this docket, including the pending hearing, be vacated immediately.

4. The ALJ agrees that the interests of efficiency will be served by vacating the existing procedural schedule at this time.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing now scheduled in this matter for March 8, 2005 is vacated.

2. The requirement, in Decision No. R04-1360-I, that the Town of Winter Park, Colorado file its list of witnesses and exhibits on or before February 8, 2005 is vacated.

3. The requirement, in Decision No. R04-1360-I, that the Union Pacific Railroad Company file its list of witnesses and exhibits on or before February 22, 2005 is vacated.

4. Applicant the Town of Winter Park, Colorado shall file its motion to withdraw its Application in this docket on or before February 11, 2005.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
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
