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I. STATEMENT

1. These consolidated dockets concern tariff revisions proposed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) in its Advice Letter No. 1421-Electric and Advice Letter No. 63-Gas.

2. On February 28, 2005, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed its Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule, Vacate and Reschedule Hearing Date, and Waive Response Time.  The motion requests that the procedural schedule in these dockets, including the hearing date, be extended.  According to the motion, all parties agree with the requested extension.  In addition, the motion states that Public Service has agreed to file amended advice letters postponing the proposed effective date of the tariffs at issue in this docket in order to accommodate the suggested new procedural schedule.

3. Good cause having been stated, the motion is granted.  The parties are directed to comply with the revised procedural schedule specified below.  The hearing now scheduled for April 4, 2005 is vacated and reset to May 4, 2005.

4. Absent further postponement of the proposed effective dates of the tariff revisions contained in Advice Letter No. 1421-Electric and Advice Letter No. 63-Gas by Public Service, no further extensions of the hearing and procedural schedule in these dockets will be granted without a showing of extraordinary circumstances.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule, Vacate and Reschedule Hearing Date, and Waive Response Time by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is granted.

2. The parties shall comply with the following procedural schedule: (a) Intervenors shall file their testimony and exhibits on or before March 21, 2005; (b) Public Service Company of Colorado shall file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits on or before April 8, 2005; (c) prehearing motions shall be filed on or before April 15, 2005; (d) responses to prehearing motions shall be filed on or before April 25, 2005; and (e) closing statements of position shall be filed on or before May 11, 2005.

The hearing previously set for April 4, 2005 is vacated.  Hearing in this matter shall be conducted at the following time and place:
