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I. statement
1. On February 16, 2005, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo), filed an Application for Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity with Specific Findings with Respect to Electromagnetic Fields and Noise (Application).  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  Notice of Application Filed, dated February 17, 2005.  There are numerous intervenors in this matter.  

3. On March 30, 2005, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of April 4, 2005 and referred pending intervention requests to the Administrative Law Judge.  PSCo subsequently agreed to extend the decision date to and including November 1, 2005.  Decision No. R05-0444-I.  

4. On April 19, 2005, Tri-State Generation & Transmission Association, Inc. (TSG&T), filed its Petition to Intervene (Petition).  Although the Petition is late-filed, TSG&T states good cause for the late filing.  Based on the representations in the Petition, TSG&T has demonstrated that it has a substantial interest in the subject matter of this proceeding, that its interest is sufficiently different from that of other intervenors to warrant its intervention, and that its intervention will not broaden the issues in this proceeding.  In addition, TSG&T states in the Petition that it will take the case as it finds it; thus, granting the intervention will not affect the established procedural schedule, including the scheduled hearing dates.  Finally, no party objected to the granting of the Petition.  The Petition will be granted with the condition that TSG&T takes this case as it finds it and that, absent unforeseen events, TSG&T will abide by the established procedural schedule and hearing dates.  See Decisions No. R05-0444-I and No. R05-0526-I.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Petition to Intervene filed by Tri-State Generation & Transmission Association, Inc., is granted.  

2. Tri-State Generation & Transmission Association, Inc., is a party to this proceeding and enters this case subject to Decisions No. R05-0444-I and No. R05-0526-I.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
