I. statement
1. On April 14, 2004, Public Service Company of Colorado (PSCo) filed Advice Letter No. 1430-Electric.  Appended to the Advice Letter were new tariff pages.  This filing commenced Docket No. 05S-207E (Tariff Proceeding).  By Decision No. C05-0560, inter alia, the Commission suspended the effective date of the proposed tariff changes to and including September 12, 2005; stated that, by an additional Order, the suspension period could be extended to and including December 11, 2005; and established an intervention period.  Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed a timely intervention and requested a hearing in this matter.  PSCo and Staff are the only parties in the Tariff Proceeding.  

2. On June 7, 2005, PSCo filed a Verified Petition for Declaratory Order.
  This filing commenced Docket No. 05D-274E (Decl. Order Proceeding).  The Commission gave notice of the Decl. Order Proceeding and established an intervention period.  Notice of Application Filed dated June 22, 2005.  No one intervened in the Decl. Order Proceeding.  By Decision No. C05-0954, the Commission permitted the Decl. Order Proceeding to go forward and referred this docket and any pending motion to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing and disposition.  

3. In both the Decl. Order Proceeding and the Tariff Proceeding PSCo filed a Motion to Consolidate.  By Decision No. R05-0941-I, the ALJ granted that motion, consolidated the two dockets, and established a procedural schedule and a hearing date.  Hearing is scheduled for August 22, 2005.  

4. Consolidation made Staff a party in both dockets.  PSCo and Staff are the only parties in the consolidated proceeding.  

5. PSCo has filed both direct and rebuttal testimony.  Staff has filed answer testimony.  All testimony has been, or soon will be, verified by affidavit.
  

6. On August 18, 2005, PSCo filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Date and Waive Response Time.  In that filing PSCo represents that the parties have stipulated to the admission of all prefiled testimony and have waived cross-examination of witnesses.  In addition, on behalf of both parties, PSCo requests that statements of position be due on or before September 9, 2005.  Finally, PSCo states that Staff supports the Motion.  

7. The motion states good cause, and granting the motion will not prejudice any party.  The Motion to Vacate Hearing Date will be granted, and the August 22, 2005 hearing date will be vacated.  In addition, statements of position will be due on or before September 9, 2005.  Absent further Order, no response to the statements of position will be permitted.  

8. As Staff supports the Motion to Vacate, granting the Motion to Waive Response Time will not prejudice any party.  The Motion to Waive will be granted, and response to the Motion to Vacate will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Date is granted.  

2. The hearing scheduled for August 22, 2005 is vacated.  

3. On or before September 9, 2005, each party shall file its statement of position.  

4. The Motion to Waive Response Time is granted.  

5. Response to the Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing Date is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
