I.
BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) for consideration of a request filed by Daniel Kinney, doing business as Ambassador Tours (Ambassador Tours) for a ten day shortened notice period in Docket No. 06A-178CP.

2. Ambassador Tours filed an application on March 30, 2006 for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of passengers and their baggage in scheduled service between all points within a five-mile radius of the intersection of Mill Street and Main Street in Aspen, Colorado.  This application was restricted to providing transportation service from June 26 through the Labor Day holiday of each year.  The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on April 3, 2006.

3. On April 19, 2006 the Commission received a letter from Daniel Kinney the owner of Ambassador Tours.  In this letter, Mr. Kinney requests that the type of service named in this application be changed from scheduled to sightseeing and that the geographic area to be served be reduced from a five-mile radius of the intersection of Mill Street and Main Street in Aspen, Colorado, to a 3.5 mile radius of the intersection of Mill Street and Main Street in Aspen, Colorado.  Also, in this letter, Mr. Kinney requests that, if Docket No. 06A-178CP has to be re-noticed, the notice period be shortened from 30 days to 10 days.
4. Rule 1401 (a) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulation (CCR) 723-1 (Intervention) states “Except as provided by paragraph (d) of this rule, any person may file a notice of intervention as of right or a motion to permissively intervene within 30 days notice of any docketed proceeding, unless the Commission’s notice or a specific rule or statute provides other wise.”
5. Therefore, the Commission will construe Mr. Kinney’s request for a shortened notice as an application of a waiver of the notice requirement named in Rule 1401 (a), 4 CCR 723-1.

6. The changes to Docket No. 178CP, as proposed by Mr. Kinney, decrease the scope of authority requested in this application.  In consideration of the fact that the application will be decreased in scope, the Commission finds that Ambassador Tours has provided good cause to waive the 30 day notice requirement of Rule 1401 (a), 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request for the ten-day shortened notice period filed by Daniel Kinney, doing business as Ambassador Tours is granted.

2. The Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
