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EMERGENCY TEMPORARY APPROVAL
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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On August 1, 2006, Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc. (Town & Country), filed an application for emergency temporary approval to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 53589, pending Commission consideration of the related application for temporary approval to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 53589.
2. Town & Country may, under CPCN PUC No. 53589, provide taxi service between all points within an eight-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 287 and Colorado Highway 119 in Longmont, Colorado, and from said points, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.
3. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. may, under CPCN PUC Nos. 545&I, 9256, 13043, 29934, and 45391, provide taxi service in the Ft. Collins, Greeley, and Loveland, Colorado, areas.
4. The application filed by Town & Country for emergency temporary approval to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 53589 was granted by the Commission on August 2, 2006 by Decision No. C06-0902.

5. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. was granted emergency temporary approval to conduct operations under CPCN PUC No. 53589 for a period of 30 days commencing on August 2, 2006.  The emergency temporary approval will expire on September 1, 2006.

6. Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. completed the requirements named in Decision No. C06-0902 on August 4, 2006.  Therefore, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. has had operational control of CPCN PUC No. 53589 since August 4, 2006.
7. Rachel and Gary von Rivenburgh, respectively the president and secretary/general manager of Town & Country, filed a letter on August 11, 2006 requesting the cancellation of the emergency temporary approval to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 53589 that was granted by the Commission on August 2, 2006 by Decision No. C06-0902.  However, the letter submitted by Rachel and Gary von Rivenburgh does not provide any support or factual basis for the cancellation of the emergency temporary approval.

8. Ms. von Rivenburgh, in Docket No. 06A-242CP-ETA, filed a letter, dated July 31, 2006, in support of the request to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 53589.  In this letter, Ms. Rivenburgh states “At 12:01am 7/27/06 Town Country Transportation Services, Inc. based in Longmont, Colorado ceased to operate Town & Country Taxi.  The insurance on taxi vehicles ceased at this point & time leaving the town of Longmont without taxi service.  We are requesting the Commission to approve this emergency temporary approval of Authority 53589 from Town & Country Taxi to Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc. to preserve the integrity of the authority and restore service to the Longmont community.”
9. The Commission, based on the statement from Ms. von Rivenburgh in the letter dated July 31, 2006 and the evaluation of other relevant factors, granted the emergency temporary approval to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of CPCN PUC No. 53589.  The letter submitted by Town & Country on August 11, 2006 does not contain any information to convince the Commission that the residents of Longmont would benefit from the cancelation of the emergency temporary approval that was granted to Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to allow it to conduct operations under CPCN PUC No. 53589 for a period of 30 days commencing on August 2, 2006.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request filed by Town & Country Transportation Services, Inc. to cancel the emergency temporary approval to allow Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. to assume operational control of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 53589 that was granted by the Commission on August 2, 2006 by Decision No. C06-0902 is denied.

2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
