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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) for Leave to File Supplemental Direct Testimony, for Approval of a Schedule for Answer and Rebuttal Testimony and to Shorten Response Time to this Motion to September 19, 2006.
2. This motion was filed late in the afternoon on Friday, September 15, 2006, and we consider today only whether to shorten response time and if so to what day.  We partially grant this portion of the motion.
3. By filing the motion as it did, Public Service has caused much unnecessary commotion.  We emphasize that this Commission, not Public Service or any other party, sets procedural schedules in matters before it.  It is only natural that parties would scramble to respond to Public Service’s motion given its suggested response deadlines, and the date of our next scheduled weekly meeting.  The Commission would appreciate it if parties refrain from suggesting procedural deadlines in this fashion.  
4. We shorten response time to Public Service’s motion to close of business on Friday, September 22, 2006.  Parties that have already filed responses to Public Service’s motion may supplement their responses as they see fit.  We will determine the merits of the motion and any responses at a future weekly meeting.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) Motion for Leave to File Supplemental Direct Testimony, for Approval of a Schedule for Answer and Rebuttal Testimony and to Shorten Response Time to this Motion to September 19, 2006, is granted in part, in that we shorten response time to the motion.
2. Parties shall have until close of business on Friday, September 22, 2006, to respond to the motion.
3. The Commission will determine the merits of Public Service’s motion at a future meeting. 
4. Parties that have already filed responses shall have until the deadline to supplement their responses as they see fit.
