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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On July 25, 2006, Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company (Rocky Mountain) filed Advice Letter No. 55.  Rocky Mountain requested that the tariffs accompanying Advice Letter No. 55 become effective on 30 days' statutory notice or, in this instance, on September 1, 2006.
2. On August 15, 2006, Rocky Mountain filed its Amended Advice Letter No. 55. The sole purpose of this filing was to provide a revised notice of filing of Advice Letter No. 55 in a manner that complied with Colorado statutes and the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedures.

3. On August 23, 2006, Rocky Mountain filed its Second Amended Advice Letter No. 55. This filing proposed a number of changes to the text of Volume No. 2 of its Colorado Gas Tariff, to address concerns raised by Commission Staff.
4. By Decision No. C06-1016, we suspended this Advice Letter for 120 days, or until December 30, 2006, pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S.
5. Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission may, in its discretion, by separate order, suspend the effective date of the tariffs for an additional 90 days.  Thus, the Commission has the power and authority to suspend the effective date of the tariffs for a maximum of 210 days or, in this docket, through March 30, 2007.  If no new rates are established by the Commission on or before December 30, 2006 the tariffs filed by Rocky Mountain may become effective by operation of law.

B. Findings of Fact

6. We find that our consideration of this matter will not be completed prior to December 30, 2006, and it is therefore necessary to suspend the effective date of these tariffs for an additional 90 days or until March 30, 2007, because the rates contained in the tariffs may be improper.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The tariffs filed by Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company filed on July 25, 2006, with Advice Letter No. 55 as amended, is suspended for an additional 90 days through March 30, 2007, or until further order of the Commission.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
