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I. statement

1. On April 7, 2006, the Public Utilities Commission issued the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking that commenced this docket.  See Decision No. C06-0036.  Appended to that Order as Attachment A were proposed rules.  

2. To date, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) has held two days of hearing in this proceeding.  The Regional Transportation District (RTD) is the sole organization that has filed written comments.  RTD is also the only party (other than Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff)) to make an oral presentation at the scheduled hearings.  

3. Based upon issues discussed during the first hearing in this matter, the ALJ scheduled a second hearing to allow an opportunity to obtain additional information to clarify provisions of 49 Code of Federal Regulations (C.F.R.) § 659.  During the second day of hearings, additional oral and written comments were made, but the subject issue was not fully and clearly resolved.

4. Since the conclusion of the hearing on June 12, 2006, Staff informed the ALJ that Staff and RTD are now able to provide additional comments that will assist the Commission in developing a more clear understanding of matters, including the scope of reporting requirements defined in 49 C.F.R. § 659.33.  

5. In accordance with § 24-4-103(13), C.R.S., the ALJ will set the time and place for a continued hearing in this docket to provide a further opportunity for oral or written comments regarding the proposed rules.  

6. Interested persons who wish to do so will have an opportunity to make oral presentations.  Persons attending the hearing will have an opportunity to ask questions of any person making a presentation at the hearing.
