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I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On June 18, 2007, Dingo Travel LLC (Applicant) filed an application for emergency temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55760 to include to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, between all points in the City of Fort Collins, State of Colorado.  This application is restricted to providing transportation service that originates or terminates on the portion of Mountain Avenue located between College Avenue and Matthews Street in the City of Fort Collins, State of Colorado, from 9:00 a.m. – 3:00 a.m. the next day beginning on Saturday, June 23, 2007 until Monday, June 25 at 3:00 a.m.
2. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."  Section 40-6-120(4), C.R.S., further states: "If the Commission is of the opinion that an emergency exists, it may issue temporary authority or approval at once by making specific reference in its order to the circumstances constituting the emergency, in which case no notice need be given, but any such emergency authority or approval shall expire no later than thirty days after it was issued."

3. Applicant must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an emergency need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Applicant fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

4. The support filed on behalf of this application consists of a supplement to question sixteen of the Commission’s Application to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle or to Extend Current Authority.  The supplement is provided on behalf of the Applicant and states in relevant part, “The vast number of patrons that may drive intoxicated present an urgent and emergency need for an additional service”.  
5. We find that an emergency need for the requested transportation services exists.
6. Applicant has adequate equipment and financial resources to begin immediate service within the scope of the authority sought.

7. This application for emergency temporary authority is in the public interest.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Dingo Travel LLC is granted emergency temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55760 for a period commencing on June 23, 2007, and ending on June 25, 2007, with authority as set forth in the Appendix.
2. Dingo Travel LLC shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.
3. Dingo Travel LLC shall not commence operation until it has:  (a) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (b) filed a tariff, in compliance with applicable Commission rules, with an effective date no earlier than one day after filing; and (c) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.
4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

B. ADOPTED IN THE COMMISSIONERS' WEEKLY MEETING
June 20, 2007.
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Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, between all points in the City of Fort Collins, State of Colorado.  This emergency temporary authority is restricted to providing transportation service that originates or terminates on the portion of Mountain Avenue located between College Avenue and Matthews Street in the City of Fort Collins, State of Colorado, from 9:00 a.m. – 3:00 a.m. the next day beginning on Saturday, June 23, 2007 until Monday, June 25 at 3:00 a.m.
To the extent of overlap between this authority and CPCN PUC No. 55760, only one authority shall be deemed to exist.
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
