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I. statement  
1. On June 29, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or PSCo) filed an application asking the Commission to open a proceeding to discuss demand-side management (DSM) issues as they pertain to Public Service's electric service.
  By that filing, "Public Service [sought] to hold discussions on DSM issues including but not limited to market potential, cost effectiveness, and cost recovery[,] all of which can be broken into sub-issues."  Decision No. C06-0945 at ¶ 3.  

2. On August 14, 2005, the Commission issued Decision No C06-0945.  In that Decision, the Commission granted PSCo's application, in part; opened Docket No. 06I-448E (the instant proceeding); and closed Docket No. 06A-372E.  By Decision No. C06-0941, the Commission assigned this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

3. The Commission opened this investigatory proceeding to address at least the following issues, as they pertain to Public Service:  (a) energy efficiency matters in general; (b) the specific DSM which PSCo identified in its June 29, 2006 application; and (c) the issues raised by both the Energy Policy Act of 2005 (2005 EPAct) and the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission staff report on advanced metering and demand response issued pursuant to the 2005 EPAct.  Decision No. C06-0945.  

4. Numerous participants intervened in this matter.  

5. By Decision No. R06-1498-I, the ALJ established evidentiary hearing dates of May 8 through 10, 2007; a public comment hearing date of May 8, 2007; and a procedural schedule.  In addition, the ALJ agreed with the participants that the appropriate outcome of this proceeding is an ALJ-sponsored report to the Commission with recommendations on the adoption of guidelines regarding the treatment of PSCo's DSM going forward.  

6. On April 12, 2007, all participants filed a Joint Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule Pending Disposition of Proposed Legislation Concerning Demand Side Management (Motion); participants also moved for waiver of response time (Motion for Waiver).  In that filing the participants note that there is pending legislation (HB07-1037) which, if it becomes law, "will either resolve or provide clear policy direction to the Commission relating to many of the central issues in this proceeding" (Motion at ¶ 1) and "may impact further action in this investigatory docket or may narrow the issues that the Commission should address in the context of this docket" (id. at ¶ 2).  Consequently, the participants ask that the procedural schedule be suspended until such time as the bill becomes law or the General Assembly adjourns sine die without taking action on HB07-1037.  The participants offer to file a report in this proceeding within two weeks of the date on which HB07-1037 is signed into law or reaches a definitive point where it cannot be signed into law during the current legislative session which concludes on May 9, 2007.  

7. The Motion states good cause.  As all participants are movants, granting the Motion will not prejudice any participant.  The Motion will be granted; the procedural schedule and the scheduled hearing dates will be vacated; and participants will be ordered to file a report as described in the Motion at ¶ 4.  

8. The Motion for Waiver will be granted as all participants are movants and granting the motion will not prejudice any participant.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule Pending Disposition of Proposed Legislation Concerning Demand Side Management is granted.  

2. The evidentiary hearing in this matter scheduled for May 8 through 10, 2007 is vacated.  

3. The hearing to take public comment in this matter scheduled for May 8, 2007 is vacated.  

4. The procedural schedule established by Decision No. R06-1498-I is vacated.  

5. On or before July 1, 2007, but in no event later than two weeks following the date on which HB07-1037 is either signed into law or reaches a definitive point where it cannot be signed into law during the current legislative session, the participants shall file, in this proceeding, a report concerning HB07-1037, together with either a proposal for a new procedural schedule and new hearing dates or an appropriate request regarding disposition of this matter.  

6. The Motion for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

7. Response time to the Joint Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule Pending Disposition of Proposed Legislation Concerning Demand Side Management is waived.  

8. This Order is effective immediately.
