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I. statement  
1. On February 8, 2007, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Petitioner), filed a Petition for Waiver of Common Carrier Rules (Petition).  The Petition requests a waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6-6254(c) (age of vehicles) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle.  If granted, the waiver would apply to 17 motor vehicles used by Petitioner to provide taxi service.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Petition.  Notice of Applications Filed dated February 20, 2007 (Notice) at 2.  In that Notice, the Commission established an intervention period, which has expired.  

3. A review of the Commission's file in this docket reveals that no one has intervened.  The only party is Petitioner, and the Petition is unopposed.  

4. The Commission set the matter for hearing on May 3, 2007.  Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing dated April 2, 2007.  

5. On May 1, 2007, Petitioner requested that the scheduled hearing date be vacated as all personnel knowledgeable about the Petition would be out-of-state attending a conference on May 3, 2007.  Petitioner states that arrangements to attend the conference were made before the Commission scheduled the hearing and that the scheduling conflict escaped Petitioner's notice until April 30, 2007.  

6. The request states good grounds.  As Petitioner is the only party, no one will be prejudiced if the request is granted.  Accordingly, the request will be granted; the hearing scheduled for May 3, 2007 will be vacated.  
7. Petitioner states that it will be available for hearing most of the month of May, 2007.  Accordingly, the hearing will be scheduled for May 30, 2007.  On the Administrative Law Judge's own motion, the hearing will be conducted, and Petitioner's testimony will be taken, by telephone.  Petitioner will be ordered (a) to provide, on or before May 23, 2007, a telephone number to be used to contact Petitioner on the day of the hearing and (b) to have available, at that telephone number and on May 30, 2007, Petitioner's witnesses.  
8. As Petitioner is the only party, response time to the request to vacate the hearing will be waived.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The request of Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc. (Petitioner), to vacate the hearing in this matter scheduled for May 3, 2007 is granted.  

2. The hearing in this matter scheduled for May 3, 2007 is vacated.
