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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. On October 6, 2008, Atmos Energy Corporation and Public Service Company of Colorado (hereinafter collectively referred to as the Joint Movants) filed a Motion for an Order Holding Docket in Abeyance and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  Joint Movants state that they have conferred with counsel for the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC), the only other party in this docket, and that the OCC does not oppose the Motion.  

2. By Decision No. C08-1015, mailed on September 25, 2008, we granted an extension of time to all parties in this proceeding in order to file exceptions to Recommended Decision No. R08-0925.  The extension terminated on October 6, 2008.

3. The Joint Movants state that the public interest would be best served by their taking some period of time and engaging in earnest discussions regarding the nature and extent of their relationship as a shipper and a transporter in an attempt to come to an agreement as to how that relationship might best be structured going forward.  Additionally, the Joint Movants assert that there has not been sufficient time for discussions and request that this proceeding be held in abeyance for 30 days. 
4. Now, being fully advised in the matter, we find good cause to grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion to hold this proceeding in abeyance for 30 days and request for waiver of response time filed by Atmos Energy Corporation and Public Service Company of Colorado (Joint Movants) on October 6, 2008 is granted.

2. We waive response time to the Motion.  
3. The Joint Movants shall have until November 5, 2008 to file information regarding the status of discussions and a recommendation about how to proceed in this docket. 

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
