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I. STATEMENT

1. On July 5, 2007, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (Tri-State) filed an Application seeking a determination pursuant to § 29-20-108(5), C.R.S., that the conditions imposed by the Board of County Commissioners of Adams County, Colorado (Adams County) and by the City Council of Commerce City, Colorado (Commerce City) in Phase II of Tri-State’s United Power System Improvement Project will unreasonably impair Tri-State’s ability to provide safe, reliable, and economical service to the public.

2. By Decision No. C07-0769, the Commission scheduled a hearing in this matter to commence on January 14, 2008.

3. By Decision No. C07-1102, the application was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

4. On January 7, 2008, Tri-State's Motion for Withdrawal or Disqualification of Administrative Law Judge and Request for Expedited Decision was filed.  

5. By Decision No. R08-0042-I, the scheduled hearing was vacated so that Tri-State’s motion could be decided.

6. By Decision No. C08-0207, the Commission denied Tri-State’s Request that the Commission Review the Interim Order of Administrative Law Judge G. Harris Adams Denying Tri-State’s Motion for Withdrawal or Disqualification of Administrative Law Judge.

7. It is necessary to schedule a hearing, address procedural matters, and address any other matters raised by the parties.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held as ordered below.  The provisions of Rule 1409 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 will govern this prehearing conference.  

8. By Decision No. R08-0006-I, the Board of Commissioners in Adams County Colorado Motion to Dismiss with Authorities (failure to comply with C.R.S. §29-20-108(4)(a)) filed December 12, 2007, was denied.
9. On January 9, 2008, Adams County; Commerce City; and Southwestern Investment Group, Inc., SW Chambers, LLC, and SWIG Cutler JV filed the Motion for Reconsideration by Joint Parties (Motion).  The Motion requests reconsideration of Decision Nos. C07-1083, C07-1100, and R08-0006-I.  The Commission will address reconsideration of its decisions by separate order.  However, this order will address the request for reconsideration of Decision No. R08-0006-I.
10. On January 14, 2008, Tri-State’s Response to Motion for Reconsideration by Joint Parties was filed.  As to Decision No. R08-0006-I, Tri-State contends that the motion should be denied because the interim order is not subject to exceptions or rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration.  Further, the request for reconsideration should be denied because Tri-State does not raise any new or meaningful argument or basis for reconsideration.  Tri-State incorporates by reference its earlier responses to the motion denied by Decision No. R08-0006-I.
11. The ALJ construes the request for reconsideration of Decision No. R08-0006-I as being filed pursuant to Rule 1502(d).  While Tri-State is correct that the interim order is not yet subject to exceptions, it is appropriate to request the presiding officer entering the order to set aside, modify, or stay the interim order.
12. As to the merits for the request for reconsideration,  Adams County; Commerce City; and Southwestern Investment Group, Inc., SW Chambers, LLC and SWIG Cutler JV fail to present any new information or basis for reconsideration of the original order  The request for reconsideration will be denied.
