I. BY THE COMMISSION:
A. Statement

1. On May 1, 2009, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1535-Electric, along with pre-filed testimony and exhibits in support of the Advice Letter.  The Commission suspended Advice Letter No. 1535-Electric and scheduled a prehearing conference.  See Decision No. C09-0512.  The Commission held the prehearing conference on June 18, 2009 as scheduled and set a procedural schedule, among other items.  See Decision No. C09-0709.  This procedural schedule was modified based on input from parties in this case.  See Decision No. C09-0858.
B. Hearing Location and Logistics
2. During the first prehearing conference, we noted that due to the large number of parties in this case, the Commission Hearing Room may not be large enough to comfortably seat all attorneys, expert witnesses and observers.  Public Service has offered to make available space in their Technical Services Building at 550 15th Street in Denver to hold the evidentiary hearings in this docket and to provide webcasting.  That room accommodated the parties in Docket No. 07A-447E for the hearings, another docket with a significant number of active parties.
3. Before we make a decision to change the location of the hearing, we invite the parties to file the following information by September 4, 2009:
· An indication of whether the party will be participating in Phase I, the ECA, Phase II or some combination of the above sections of this case, as well as an indication of whether the attendance would be mainly when the witnesses testifying for Public Service are on the stand.

· An estimate of the number of attorneys, witnesses, and observers that would attend any particular phase of the hearing.

· Any other comments or observations with respect to either Hearing Room A or the Technical Services Building with respect to their characteristics for holding a large hearing.

4. We understand that the parties can only provide rough estimates at this time and we ask the parties err on the high side at this time.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. We invite the parties to file certain information by September 4, 2009, consistent with the discussion above.

2. This Order is effective on its mailed date.
