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I. statement  
1. On May 6, 2009, Ms. Debralee I. Catalan (Complainant) filed a formal Complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Respondent).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On May 6, 2009, Chief Administrative Law Judge (ALJ0 Isley issued Decision No. R09-0492-I.  In that Order, for the reasons stated there, Chief ALJ Isley denied the request for issuance of an Order prohibiting Respondent from discontinuing utility service to Complainant.  

3. On May 15, 2009, the Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer.  In response, Respondent timely filed its Answer.  That filing put this matter at issue.  

4. The Parties in this matter are Complainant and Respondent.  

5. The Commission assigned this matter to an ALJ.  

6. Hearing in this proceeding is scheduled for July 10, 2009.  

7. On June 19, 2009, the Parties filed a Request to Vacate Hearing (Request).  In that one-page filing, the Parties state that they have "voluntarily and mutually agreed to the complete resolution of the dispute" and request that the scheduled hearing be vacated.  

8. Both Parties signed the Request, and the Request states good cause.  Granting the Request will not prejudice any party.  In addition, as the Request is unopposed, the ALJ will waive the response time to the Request.  The ALJ will grant the Request.  The ALJ will vacate the scheduled hearing.  

9. The Request does not seek to dismiss the Complaint with prejudice and to close the docket.  Given that it appears that the Complaint has been settled, the ALJ assumes that the Parties wish to have the Complaint dismissed with prejudice and to have the docket closed.  Without a specific request from Complainant (or Complainant and Respondent), however, the record is unclear on this point.  Accordingly, the ALJ will order the Parties to file, on or before July 10, 2009, a request to dismiss the Complaint and to close the docket.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Request to Vacate Hearing is granted.  

2. The evidentiary hearing in this matter scheduled for June 10, 2009 is vacated.  

3. Ms. Debralee I. Catalan, or both Ms. Catalan and Public Service Company of Colorado, shall file, on or before July 10, 2009, a request to dismiss the Complaint and to close this docket.  

4. Response time to the Request to Vacate Hearing is waived.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
