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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Joint Stipulated Motion for Extension of Time (Motion) filed by the City of Brighton, Colorado (Brighton) and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) (collectively Parties) on January 19, 2010.  Brighton and UPRR are the only two Parties in this docket.

2. The Parties request an additional 60 days to file a copy of the signed construction and maintenance agreement in this docket.  The Parties, therefore, request a new filing deadline of April 1, 2010. 

3. As grounds, the Parties state that the Brighton City Council needs to formally approve the agreement at an upcoming public hearing.  Thereafter, UPRR will need to approve the agreement through its headquarters in Omaha, Nebraska.  The Parties believe that no Party will be prejudiced by this extension.

4. Because Brighton and UPRR are the only two parties in this docket, we will waive response time to the Motion on our own motion.

5. We will grant an extension of time to April 1, 2010 to allow the Parties sufficient time to complete and approve the construction and maintenance agreement.

6. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion pursuant to the discussion above.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Joint Stipulated Motion for Extension of Time filed by the City of Brighton, Colorado and the Union Pacific Railroad Company is granted.  The City of Brighton, Colorado and the Union Pacific Railroad Company shall be permitted to file signed copies of the construction and maintenance agreement on or before April 1, 2010.

2. The Commission waives response time to the motion.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
