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I. STATEMENT

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R10-02701-I, mailed on March 23, 2010, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) convened a pre-hearing conference in the captioned matter on April 5, 2010.  

2. Petitioner Crested Butte Shuttle Company, LLC (Petitioner) appeared by telephone through Jesse McGill, its president and owner.

3. Intervenor AEX, Inc. (Intervenor) appeared by telephone through Stewart Johnson, its president and general manager.

4. Mr. McGill informed the ALJ that the parties had reached a tentative agreement whereby the Intervenor would drop its objection to the petition and Petitioner would agree to limit the scope of the petition to a date certain in 2011.  

5. The ALJ advised the parties that any settlement agreement must be reduced to writing and presented to the Commission for approval.  The settlement agreement should set forth facts that establish that the terms of the parties’ resolution is in the public interest as a condition of Commission approval.

6. The ALJ discussed with the parties the issue of legal representation given that neither party is an individual.  For purposes of submitting a settlement agreement for Commission approval, the persons who represented the respective parties at the pre-hearing conference may appear and execute the settlement documents on behalf of their respective entities.  In the event that the parties fail to submit a settlement agreement or any such agreement is not approved by the Commission, the issue of legal representation will be addressed in the future.

7. The parties shall submit a written settlement agreement and request for Commission approval no later than April 26, 2010.  If no settlement package is received by that date, the ALJ will issue a subsequent order clarifying pre-hearing procedures.

8. After consultation with the parties, a hearing shall be set for May 21, 2010, at a time and place to be determined.  If the parties present their tentative settlement to the Commission on or before April 26, 2010, the ALJ will vacate the hearing date.

9. Each party is specifically reminded that all filings with the Commission must also be served on all other parties in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The parties shall reduce any settlement of this issue in this docket to writing and present such settlement to the Commission for approval on or before April 26, 2010.

2. This docket is set for hearing on May 21, 2010, at a time and place to be determined.

3. Should the parties submit a written settlement to the Commission for approval on or before April 26, 2010, the hearing date of May 21, 2010, shall be vacated by the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).

4. In the event that the parties do not submit a settlement for approval by April 26, 2010, the ALJ will issue a subsequent interim order addressing pre-hearing procedural matters.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
