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I. statement

1. The captioned application was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) by Cricket Communications, Inc. (Cricket) on March 10, 2010.  It seeks Commission designation of Cricket as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado.

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on March 15, 2010.

3. A timely intervention was filed in this matter by the Staff of the Commission.

4. The Commission deemed these applications complete and referred them to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition on April 28, 2008.

5. Based on informal communications between the ALJ and counsel for the parties, the ALJ delayed establishing a procedural schedule in this matter on the basis of the parties’ representations that settlement of this case was likely.  However, the matter has yet to settle and, given the deadlines imposed by § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., it is now necessary to set a hearing date and establish a procedural schedule.

6. On March 30, 2009, counsel for the parties informally presented the ALJ with an agreed procedural schedule that will result in this case being “at issue” on August 20, 2010.  Subject to the conditions outlined below, the procedures/procedural schedule presented by the parties is acceptable to the ALJ and will be adopted by the order that follows.

2. Cricket Communications, Inc., shall file its direct testimony, in question and answer form, on or before June 28, 2010.

3. The Staff of the Commission shall file its answer testimony, in question and answer form, on or before July 23, 2010.

4. Cricket Communications, Inc., shall file any desired rebuttal testimony, in question and answer form, on or before August 2, 2010.

5. Discovery shall be governed by Rule 1405 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405, except as follows: all discovery requests and responses shall be served electronically and responses to discovery shall be served within ten days of a request without limit on the number or types of discovery issued.  Any discovery issued on Friday after 3:00 p.m. shall be considered as being issued on the following Monday.  Although there are no other parties in this docket at this time, discovery and responses to discovery shall be served on all parties, including those parties who may be granted intervention on the date of the granting of that intervention.
