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I. statement

1. On June 7, 2010, Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company, doing business as Black Hills Energy (Black Hills), filed an Unopposed Motion for Modification of Procedural Schedule and Motion for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) in the captioned proceeding.

2. The Motion requests that the procedural schedule previously established by Decision No. R10-0489-I be modified by requiring the parties to respond (or object) to discovery requests, regardless of the number of requests served, within ten calendar days of the date of service.  This varies from the requirements of Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405(b) which provides for a 20-day response period under these circumstances.

3. The Motion indicates that the only other party to this proceeding, the Staff of the Commission, agrees to such a modification.  This forms the basis for the request that response time to the Motion be waived.

4. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion will be granted.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Modification of Procedural Schedule and Motion for Waiver of Response Time filed by Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company, doing business as Black Hills Energy, is granted.

2. The procedural schedule previously established in this proceeding by Decision No. R10-0489-I is modified by the addition of the following:  discovery in this matter shall be governed by Rule 1405 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405, except that responses or objections to discovery requests shall be served within ten calendar days of the date of service of such discovery requests regardless of the number of discovery requests propounded.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
