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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for approval of a petition for variance from Rule 3657(a)(I) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3 for filing a 2012 Renewable Energy Standard (RES) Compliance Plan (Petition) filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP, doing business as Black Hills Energy (Black Hills or Company) on April 28, 2011.  

2. By the Petition, Black Hills requests authority to file its 2012 RES Compliance Plan on May 16, 2011 instead of the May 1, 2011 date specified in Rule 3657(a)(I).  The Company states that it requires this approximate two-week extension of time to file its 2012 RES Compliance Plan in order to finalize and incorporate the Settlement Agreement reached in the 2011 Compliance Plan Docket No. 10A-805E.

3. Being fully advised in the matter, we find good cause to grant Black Hills’ Petition.  This short extension will not prejudice potential future intervenors in the 2012 RES Compliance Plan proceeding.  

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP, doing business as Black Hills Energy’s (Black Hills) petition for variance from Rule 3657(a)(I) of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3 to file a 2012 Renewable Energy Standard (RES) Compliance Plan is granted.  
2. The due date for Black Hills’ 2012 RES Compliance Plan is May 16, 2011.
