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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement and Findings
1. On December 13, 2011, the Commission entered Decision No. C11-1337.  

That decision denied exceptions to the Recommended Decision in this docket that were filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) and the Cities of Arvada, Boulder, Denver, Longmont, and Westminster (Cities). 
2. On December 15, 2011, Public Service filed Public Service Company of Colorado’s Motion for Extension of Time to File Applications for Reconsideration, Reargument or Rehearing and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).

3. In its Motion, Public Service notes that applications for reconsideration, reargument, or rehearing (RRR) are due on January 3, 2012.  Public Service states that its employees that would be involved in this process are on vacation and/or travelling out of state and will not be able to complete the RRR.  Public Service seeks an extension to close of business on January 16, 2012 for the filing of the Applications for RRR.

4. Public Service also states that no party in this docket opposes a request for extension of time. Additionally, Public Service requests that the Commission waive response time for this motion.

5. We find that good cause has been shown for the extension, and we grant the Motion.  As this Motion has been characterized as being unopposed by parties in the case, we grant the waiver of response time request.

II. order
A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Applications for Reconsideration, Reargument or Rehearing and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.

2. A waiver of response time to the Motion is granted.

3. The time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall be extended to January 16, 2012.  This deadline applies to all parties.
