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I. STATEMENT  
1. On October 6, 2011, TAG Mobile, LLC (Applicant), filed an Application for Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado for the Limited Purpose of Offering Wireless Lifeline and Link-Up Service to Qualified Households (Low Income Only).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On November 17, 2011, by Minute Order the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

3. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC); Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff); and Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, Arapahoe County 
E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority (collectively, the Authority Boards) intervened of right or were permitted to intervene.  

4. The Authority Boards, OCC, and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Orders.  

6. On January 31, 2012, by Decision No. R12-0105-I and as pertinent here, the ALJ established the procedural schedule in this matter.  Pursuant to that schedule, Intervenors were to file, on or before March 19, 2012, answer testimony and exhibits.  
7. On March 15, 2012, the Parties filed (in one document) their Joint Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule [Motion] and Request for Waiver of Response Time [Request].  In that filing, the Parties state that they are engaged in settlement negotiations and that, to allow additional time for those discussions, they seek additional time within which to file answer testimony and exhibits.  The Parties ask that the ALJ modify the procedural schedule to allow answer testimony and exhibits to be filed on or before April 2, 2012.  The Parties represent that no party opposes the Motion.  

8. Given that the Motion is a joint filing, no party will be prejudiced if the Request is granted and response time is waived.  The ALJ finds that the Request states good cause.  The ALJ will grant the Request and will waive response time to the Motion.  

9. The ALJ finds that the Motion states good cause.  Given that the Motion is a joint filing, no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and will modify the procedural schedule as requested so that answer testimony and exhibits are to be filed on or before April 2, 2012.  

10. Decision No. R12-0105-I at ¶ 29 established March 19, 2012 (the date on which answer testimony and exhibits were due) as the last day on which to serve discovery addressed to direct testimony and exhibits.  In view of the modification to the procedural schedule, the last day to serve discovery addressed to direct testimony and exhibits is April 2, 2012.  

11. At this time, the remainder of the procedural schedule, the final prehearing conference date, and the evidentiary hearing dates are unaffected by this limited modification to the procedural schedule.  

12. On March 15, 2012 by electronic mail, the ALJ notified the Parties of her ruling.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Joint Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule established in Decision No. R12-0105-I is modified as follows:  (a) on or before April 2, 2012, each intervenor shall file its answer testimony and exhibits; and (b) April 2, 2012 is the last day on which to serve discovery addressed to direct testimony and exhibits.  

3. The remainder of the procedural schedule, the final prehearing date, the evidentiary hearing dates, and the discovery-related provisions remain as established in Decision 
No. R12-0105-I.  

4. The Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

5. Response time to the Joint Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule is waived.  

6. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in Orders entered in this docket.  
7. This Order is effective immediately.  
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
