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I. STATEMENT  
1. On October 13, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service, PSCo, or Applicant) filed a Verified Application that seeks Commission approval of changes to PSCo’s Windsource program, and that seeks Commission approval of a new Windsource 
Long-Term Contract product.  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On October 14, 2011, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  That Notice established an intervention period and contained a procedural schedule.  The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) vacated that procedural schedule.  
3. The following parties intervened of right or were granted permission to intervene:  CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel (CF&I); City of Boulder (Boulder); Climax Molybdenum Company (Climax); Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC); Colorado Governor’s Energy Office (GEO); Colorado Harvesting Energy Network (CHEN); Colorado Independent Energy Association (CIEA); Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC); EnCana Oil & Gas (USA) (EnCana); Interwest Energy Alliance (Interwest); Leslie Glustrom (Glustrom); Noble Energy, Inc. (Noble); Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff); and Western Resource Advocates (WRA).  
4. Boulder, CEC, CF&I, CHEN, CIEA, Climax, EnCana, GEO, Glustrom, Interwest, Noble, OCC, Staff, and WRA, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. By Decision No. C11-1336, issued December 13, 2011, the Commission referred this matter to an ALJ.  

6. By Decision No. R12-0017-I, issued January 10, 2012, as pertinent here, the ALJ scheduled a March 19, 2012 prehearing conference in this matter.  

7. On March 16, 2012, Public Service filed (in one document) a Motion to Vacate Prehearing Conference [Motion to Vacate] and Motion for Waiver of Response Time [Motion for Waiver].  In that filing, PSCo states:  (a) no prehearing motions have been filed in this matter; (b) Applicant, with the assistance of the Intervenors, is preparing a cross-examination matrix; and (c) no matters need to be discussed at the scheduled prehearing conference.  PSCo represents that it contacted the Intervenors and those that responded have no objection to vacating the prehearing conference.  Finally, Public Service requests a waiver of response time.  

8. The ALJ finds that the Motion for Waiver states good cause and that no party will be prejudiced if the Motion for Waiver is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Motion for Waiver and will waive response time to the Motion to Vacate.  

9. The ALJ finds that the Motion to Vacate states good cause and that no party will be prejudiced if the Motion to Vacate is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Motion to Vacate and will vacate the scheduled March 19, 2012 prehearing conference.  

10. To assist the ALJ and the Parties to prepare for hearing, the ALJ will order Public Service to provide, on or before noon on March 21, 2012, the following:  (a) the order of witnesses for the hearing; and (b) a cross-examination matrix.  Public Service may provide these documents by electronic mail to the ALJ, the designated Advisory Staff, and the Intervenors; the documents need not be filed.  

11. On March 16, 2012 by electronic mail, the ALJ advised the Parties of her rulings.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Vacate Prehearing Conference is granted.  

2. The prehearing conference scheduled for March 19, 2012 is vacated.  
3. On or before noon on March 21, 2012 and in accordance with ¶ 10, above, Public Service Company of Colorado shall provide the order of witnesses and a cross-examination matrix for this matter.  

4. The Motion for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

5. Response time to the Motion to Vacate Prehearing Conference is waived.  

6. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in the orders entered in this docket.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.  
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
