I. STATEMENT  
1. The procedural history of this consolidated proceeding is set out in previous Commission orders.  The procedural history is repeated here as necessary to put this Order in context.  

2. On January 3, 2012, by Decision No. C11-1391, as pertinent here, the Commission referred discovery disputes to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for resolution.  

3. On August 7, 2012, in Decision No. R12-0916-I, the ALJ reviewed the Commission orders pertaining to discovery and established the procedures that apply to motions pertaining to discovery.  

4. On August 6, 2012, Noble Energy, Inc., and Encana Oil and Gas (USA), Inc. (collectively, Colorado Gas Producers), filed a Motion to Compel Discovery Responses from Ratepayers United [Motion to Compel] and for Shortened Response Time.  

5. By Decision No. R12-0916-I, the ALJ granted the Motion for Shortened Response Time and ordered response to the Motion to Compel to be filed no later than noon on 
August 9, 2012.  

6. On August 9, 2012, Ratepayers United of Colorado (Ratepayers United) timely filed its Response to Interim Order No. R12-0916-I.  In that filing, Ratepayers United states that, on August 8, 2012, it responded to the data requests from the Colorado Gas Producers.  

7. On August 9, 2012, Colorado Gas Producers filed their Reply to the response filed by Ratepayers United.  In their filing, inter alia, Colorado Gas Producers acknowledge receipt of Ratepayers United’s responses “[and] notify the Administrative Law Judge that an order compelling Ratepayers United’s compliance is no longer necessary.”  Reply at ¶ 5.  

8. In view of the representation by the Colorado Gas Producers, the ALJ will deny as moot the Motion to Compel.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Compel Discovery Responses from Ratepayers United, which motion was filed on August 6, 2012, is denied as moot.  

2. The Parties shall be held to the advisements contained in the Orders issued in this docket.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
