I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for One Hundred Twenty Day Extension of Deadline to Provide Construction and Maintenance Agreement (Motion) filed by the Town of Castle Rock (Castle Rock) on June 4, 2013, requesting an additional 120 days to file a signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement in this matter.  

2. As grounds, Castle Rock states that it has been working on the Construction and Maintenance Agreement with BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) in this matter.  Castle Rock and BNSF have generally agreed to the terms of the agreement, but BNSF has indicated that it may need up to an additional 120 days within which to finalize the agreement.  Castle Rock requests an extension of time to October 1, 2013 to file the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement in this matter.

3. Castle Rock has consulted with counsel for BNSF and is authorized to state that BNSF has no objection to the requested extension of time.

4. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion.
