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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion for Additional Extension of Time to File Interconnection and Construction/Maintenance Agreements (Motion) filed by the City of Fountain (Fountain) on September 17, 2013, requesting an extension of time of an additional 60 days to November 15, 2013, to file the interconnection and Construction and Maintenance Agreements required to be filed.

2. Fountain filed its first Motion for Extension of Time to File Interconnection and Construction/Maintenance Agreement on May 21, 2013, requesting an extension to September 16, 2013 to file with the Commission, the interconnection and Construction and Maintenance Agreement in this matter.  The Commission granted this motion by Decision No. C13-0704 mailed June 14, 2013.

3. As grounds, Fountain states that it has made progress, but remains unable to file the executed and approved documents.  Fountain states that with regards to the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) documents, the Construction and Maintenance Agreement has been negotiated and minor changes have been proposed, but the document awaits finalization and execution.  The interconnection agreement between the Colorado Department of Transportation and UPRR has been approved upon information and belief of Fountain, but Fountain has yet to receive a copy of the executed document.  The interconnection agreement between Fountain and UPRR is final and approved, but awaits execution by the parties.

4. With regards to the BNSF Railway Company (BNSF) documents, Fountain is awaiting generation of the construction and maintenance agreement from BNSF.  Fountain states it has been informed that this document is in the process of being prepared.  Additionally, the proposed real estate easements and agreements to Fountain are in the process of final negotiations.  

5. Fountain requests an additional 60 days of time to November 15, 2013 to file the required agreements.

6. No responses were filed to the Motion.

7. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Additional Extension of Time to File Interconnection and Construction/Maintenance Agreements filed by the City of Fountain on September 17, 2013 requesting an extension of time to November 15, 2013 to file the interconnection and Construction and Maintenance Agreements required to be filed, is granted.
2. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further decisions in this matter.
