I. STATEMENT
1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on November 5, 2012, when the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) issued Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 104705 to 67th Inc. doing business as 67th Avenue Movers Inc. and/or Neighbors Moving and/or Fathers and Sons Moving and/or 67the Avenue Logistics, Inc. (67th Avenue) alleging one violations of §40-10.1-505(1) and Rule 6608(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.  Information in CPAN No. 104705 indicates that it was served on November 13, 2012 by certified U.S. Mail, return receipt requested.  
2. The matter was referred to an administrative law judge by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held December 19, 2012.
3. By Decision No. R13-0005-I, issued January 3, 2013, a hearing was scheduled in this matter.
4. On January 7, 2013, Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing and Request for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  Staff requests that the scheduled hearing be vacated to permit an opportunity to explore the potential to settle this matter.  

5. Staff finally requests a waiver of response time as to the motion to vacate and reset the hearing in this matter.

6. On January 7, 2013, Staff’s Motion to Amend Civil Penalty Assessment Notice was also filed.  Staff seeks to amend Count 1 of CPAN No. 104705 to change the Violation Cite reference to the cited Commission rule from 4 CCR 723-6-6608(b) to 4 CCR 723-6608(c).
7. Hearing in this matter was scheduled by the undersigned administrative law judge without consultation.  No prejudice will come to any party by vacating the currently scheduled hearing date.  Response time will be waived and the hearing will be vacated.   

8. Staff informs that it is available for hearing on January 30, 2013, if the matter is rescheduled. 

9. Based upon good cause shown the hearing in this matter will be rescheduled as ordered below.
