I. BY THE COMMISSION 

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission by Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. (CNG) for consideration of revisions to the Tariff Sheets associated with a previous Commission Decision, Decision No. C15-0625 issued July 6, 2015 in Proceeding No. 12A-430G, granting a motion for Waiver and Variance of Commission Rules 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 
723-4-4412(c)(II)(B)(iii), 4412(c)(III)(B)(iii), and 4412(c)(II)(A) of the Rules Regulating Gas Utilities and Pipeline Operators, and for a waiver of response time.  These rules are the Low Income Rules Involving Phase III Eligibility filed by CNG on June 25, 2015 implementing the Federal Poverty Level increase to 165 percent.  In Decision No. C15-0625, CNG also obtained approval to decrease the program cost recovery customer charge from $0.28 to $0.21 on August 1, 2015.  CNG in accordance with Rule 4412(d), requests herein that the Commission issue a decision approving CNG’s Second Revised Tariff Sheets 29B through 29F containing conforming language to implement the previous Decision to be effective August 1, 2015. 

B. Findings
2. Staff has reviewed the proposed tariff sheets and finds that the sheets include the proper language to implement the Commission Decisions in regards to CNG’s CAP program.
II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Colorado Natural Gas, Inc. is granted a request for approval of Tariff 
Sheets 29B through 29F to include the increase in the Federal Poverty Level to 165 percent and the revision of the monthly charge from $0.21 from $0.28 for all customers is granted.   

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective upon its Mailed Date.
