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I. By the Commission

A. Statement

1. On September 8, 2015, Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company, LP (Black Hills) filed an Unopposed Motion for Variance from Decision No. R10-1013 (Motion), requesting an extension to file its gas meter sampling program.  Black Hills proposes to file its gas meter sampling application on November 16, 2015 instead of the September 15, 2015 due date as required by the previous Settlement Agreement approved in Decision No. R10-1013 on September 15, 2010. 
2. Black Hills asserts that it has been evaluating test results in accordance with the Settlement Agreement and requires additional time to complete its analysis and to address the results of such analysis with Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff).  Black Hills states that Staff, the only other party in this proceeding, does not oppose this Motion.
3. Now being fully advised in the matter, we find that Black Hills demonstrates good cause to waive response time to its Motion and grant the request to extend the filing of its gas meter sampling program until November 16, 2015.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Unopposed Motion for Variance from Decision No. R10-1013 (Motion) filed by Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company, LP on September 8, 2015 is granted.

2. Response time to the Motion is waived.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
