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I. statement

1. On April 13, 2015, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1692.
2. By Decision No. C15-0458, issued May 13, 2015, the effective date of the tariff was suspended and the matter was referred to an administrative law judge for disposition.

3. On May 26, 2015, Southwest Energy Efficiency Project (SWEEP) filed its Petition to Intervene. On May 26, 2015, The City and County of Denver, Colorado (Denver) filed its Motion to Intervene. 

4. On June 11, 2015, the Cities of Arvada, Aurora, Black Hawk, Centennial, Commerce City, Englewood, Glendale, Golden, Lafayette, Lakewood, Littleton, Northglenn, Thornton and Westminster, and the Town of Superior (collectively the Municipalities) filed their Motion to Intervene.

5. On June 17, 2015, Public Service filed its Unopposed Motion for Approval of Consensus Procedural Schedule, to Vacate Pre-hearing Conference and for Waiver of Response Time to the Motion.

6. On June 19, 2015, by Decision No. R15-0583-I, the interventions of SWEEP, Denver, and the Municipalities were granted and a procedural schedule was adopted. The procedural schedule called for settlement agreements to be filed by October 2, 2015 and an evidentiary hearing to be held on October 8 and 9, 2015.

7. On October 2, 2015, Public Service filed its Unopposed Motion to Extend the Deadline for Submission of Stipulations and Settlement Agreements, to Vacate the Hearings Scheduled for October8 and 9, 2015, and to Modify the Procedural Schedule as Described in the Motion and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  

8.  In the Motion, Public Service states that the parties have made progress towards a settlement but require additional time for settlement talks. The parties request that the deadline to file a settlement agreement be extended and the evidentiary hearing to be continued to a later date.  Public Service also agrees to file a third amended Advice letter with an effective date of August 31, 2015
 to allow for this additional time. The Motion proposes the following procedural schedule:

9. The parties have also agreed to file any exceptions to the recommended decision within 14 days and any replies to exceptions within 9 days. 

10. Good cause is found to grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Extend the Deadline for Submission of Stipulations and Settlement Agreements, to Vacate the Hearings Scheduled for October 8 and 9, 2015, and to Modify the Procedural Schedule as Described in the Motion and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.

2. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for October 8 and 9, 2015 in this proceeding is vacated.

6. The procedural schedule as stated above in ¶ 8 is adopted contingent upon Public Service Company of Colorado making the filing stated in ordering ¶ 5. 

7. The parties agree to file any exceptions to the recommended decision within 14 days and any replies to exceptions within 9 days.
