Original Decision No. R18-0381-I mailed May 24, 2018
1. Decision No. R18-0381-I (mailed on May 24, 2018) in this Proceeding acknowledged the Notice of Intervention as of Right filed on April 23, 2018 by the Trial Staff of the Commission, granted motions for permissive intervention filed by several Intervenors, provided certain procedural advisements to the Parties, and scheduled a prehearing conference for June 11, 2018 at 9:30 a.m.  

2. At its Weekly Meeting of April 4, 2018, the Commission decided to grant TracFone Wireless, Inc.’s Motion to Reduce Intervention Period to 15 Days, filed on April 2, 2018.  By Decision No. C18-0233-I (mailed on April 6, 2018), the Commission granted the motion and shortened the notice and intervention period to 15 days.  

3. Since Decision No. R18-0381-I was issued, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) has discovered factual errors in the Statement of procedural history of this matter.  

4. First, Paragraph I.5 on page 3 of Decision No. R18-0381-I stated that:    

On April 6, 2018, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice of the filing of the Application and setting a period of 15 days, or to and including April 23, 2018, for interested persons to intervene. 
5. Second, Paragraph I.6 on page 3 of Decision No. R18-0381-I stated that:    

During the Commission’s weekly meeting held May 9, 2018, the Application was deemed complete, and the matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  This Proceeding was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.  
6. A review by the ALJ of the Minutes of the Commission’s Weekly Meetings of April 4, 2018 and May 9, 2018 reveals that the Commission did not deem the Application complete in either Weekly meeting.  

7. Pursuant to Rule 1303(c)(III) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, if the Commission does not issue a determination of completeness of an application within 15 days of the expiration of the notice period, the application shall be automatically deemed complete.  In this Proceeding, the notice period expired on April 23, 2018, and 15 days thereafter was May 8, 2018.  Hence, by operation of Rule 1303(c)(III), the Application was automatically deemed complete on May 8, 2018.  

8. Paragraph I.5 on page 3 of Decision No. R18-0381-I is corrected by adding a second sentence to the paragraph, as follows:    

On April 6, 2018, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice of the filing of the Application and setting a period of 15 days, or to and including April 23, 2018, for interested persons to intervene.  The Application was automatically deemed complete on May 8, 2018 by operation of Rule 1303(c)(III) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

9. Paragraph I.6 on page 3 of Decision No. R18-0381-I is corrected to remove a factual error, as follows:    

During the Commission’s weekly meeting held May 9, 2018, the matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  This Proceeding was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.  
10. Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S., the 120-day deadline after deeming 
the Application complete for issuing the Commission’s decision is September 5, 2018, and is stated correctly in Paragraph I.7 on page 3 and Paragraph I.B.25 on page 10 of Decision 
No. R18-0381-I.  Similarly, the decision deadline, if extended to 210 days pursuant to 
§ 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S., is stated correctly as December 4, 2018 in Footnote No. 5 on page 3.
