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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an Applicant’s Supplement to its Submission of Updated Plans (Motion) filed by Mid-Rail Real Estate, LLC (MRRE) on June 27, 2018 requesting that the attached plans be included in the set of approved plans for this matter.
2. No responses were filed to the Motion.

3. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Motion. 

B. Findings of Fact

4. By Decision No. R18-0245 mailed April 11, 2018, Administrative Law Judge Steven H. Denman granted MRRE’s amended application with conditions based on amended plans filed on March 27, 2018.

5. Since the approval of the amended application, MRRE has made some minor changes to the plans and specifications approved by the Commission.  Specifically, the revised plans filed with the Motion show that the roadway classification has changed to a modified local industrial standard which has two 12’ lanes, one two-way left-turn lane between the travel lanes, and 5’ detached sidewalks.  The previous roadway classification or minor collector had 10’ travel lanes and bicycle lanes.  MRRE also shows adding W10-13P “No Gates or Lights” plaques on the W10-1 advance warning signs to provide additional information to drivers.  All other crossing related portions of the plan are the same as previously approved by the Commission.  MRRE states that the plans submitted are plans that have been approved by Commerce City.

C. Conclusions

6. The Commission has jurisdiction in this matter under §§ 40-4-106(2)(a) and (3)(a), C.R.S.

7. No responses were filed to the Motion in this matter.
8. Based on the Findings of Fact, we find good cause exists to grant the Motion consistent with the above discussion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Applicant’s Supplement to its Submission of Updated Plans filed by Mid-Rail Real Estate, LLC on June 27, 2018 requesting that the attached plans be included in the set of approved plans for this matter is granted.

2. All previous requirements outlined in Decision No. R18-0245 mailed April 11, 2018 remain in effect.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the first day following the effective date of this Decision.

4. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further required decisions.
